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ADVANTAGES OF ELECTRONIC AND DIGITAL PUBLIC SERVICES IN THE CONTEXT OF
BUREAUCRATIC TRANSFORMATION OF PUBLIC ADMINISTRATION

Introduction. When analyzing the experience and
methods of struggle employed by both foreign countries and
Azerbaijan in combating ‘“Bureaucratic Degeneration” within
state governance systems in the modern international political
system, an important observation emerges. Both foreign
countries and Azerbaijan clearly understand the reality that it
is not possible to prevent "Bureaucratic Degeneration™ 100%.
Therefore, all countries of the world implement a "Policy for
Minimizing Bureaucratic Degeneration” within their own
countries. The implementation of this policy, in turn, is not
possible without technological development. This is precisely
why currently United States, Estonia, South Korea,
Singapore and a number of countries, as well as Azerbaijan,
are implementing technology-oriented governance models
such as "E-Government” and "Digital Government" to
minimize "Bureaucratic Degeneration."

The "E-Services" offered by "E-Government" and
"Digital Government™ exist in the administrative systems of
states in the modern international political system. There are
a number of differences between the "Traditional Services,"
which are characterized by "Bureaucratic Degeneration," and
the "E-Services" offered by "Electronic Government" and
"Digital Government":

1. Accessibility - Citizens, legal and natural persons,
foreign nationals, and even stateless persons can only use
"Traditional Services" at a specific address and during
specific business hours. When it comes to elderly or
physically disabled individuals living in remote villages, and
any potential emergency weather conditions, these factors
make it nearly impossible for them to use "Traditional
Services." However, "E-Services" offer citizens, legal and
natural persons, foreign nationals, and even stateless persons
the opportunity to access "Government Services" 24/7,
regardless of location, time, or place, regardless of weather
conditions, to access "Government Services" 24/7, regardless
of location, time, age category, or physical limitation [1].

Increasing the accessibility of "E-Services" is considered
one of the main priorities in the formation of "E-Government"
and "Digital Government". The concept of accessibility is not
limited to technical capabilities; it also signifies that
individuals can use "Government Services" easily, quickly,
and without barriers. To this end, the strategy and methods
implemented by the state are comprehensive and cover
technological, institutional, social, and legal aspects.

Ultimately, strategies and methods for increasing the
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accessibility of "E-Services" must be implemented in an
interconnected and  systematic manner. Expanding
technological capabilities, institutional reforms, increasing
digital literacy, and ensuring social equity are the main pillars
of this process. The successful implementation of these
approaches enhances the effectiveness of "E-Services" and
creates the conditions for improving the quality of public
services provided to citizens.

2. Time Consumption - One of the characteristic
features of using "Traditional Services" is the long lines and
waits that require a great deal of time and patience. This, in
turn, leads to the creation of the "Red Tape" risk we
mentioned in the previous chapter ("Red Tape" is an
excessive amount of time and unnecessary procedures spent
during operations and interactions within any organization or
institution.) Today, the complex procedures and rules that
"Bureaucrats" follow when carrying out their tasks are called
"Bureaucratic Red Tape." They must be extremely careful to
fill out every little form, follow every little rule, and ensure
that every detail - such as the form of the documentation, the
sentences, and the punctuation - is correct throughout the
entire process. Doing so can take a long time, causing the
process to be a waste of time on one hand and, on the other,
to generate a massive amount of paperwork.

Due to strict rules and procedures, bureaucracies often
react slowly to unforeseen situations and struggle to adapt
immediately to changing social conditions. At the same time,
when there are no "Loopholes" left to bend the rules,
frustrated "Bureaucrats" can become defensive and
indifferent to the needs of the people who have turned to them
for help. It is also worth noting that such situations can lead
"Bureaucrats" to see individuals who do not want to wait in
extremely long, endless lines and who want to get their
business done more quickly without wasting time as an
"Opportunity,” to put it another way, can lead to the
flourishing of "Corruption.”

However, the "E-Services" offered by the state through
"Electronic Government" and "Digital Government™" allow
citizens, legal and natural persons, foreign nationals, and
even stateless persons to complete their business more
quickly without experiencing a waste of time in extremely
long, endless lines, meaningless and unnecessary, and
causing a significant waste of time [2], instead of spending
time on procedures sometimes deliberately created by
"Bureaucrats" to seize an "Opportunity,” it provides the
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opportunity to benefit from "Government Services" in the
shortest possible time in the most high-quality and efficient
manner. Through “Electronic Services," the receipt and
processing of applications are completed in a shorter time,
minimizing the service delivery time. This reduces time loss
for both applicants and government agencies and speeds up
administrative processes. At the same time, "Electronic
Services" provide applicants with uninterrupted access to
"Government Services" 24 hours a day.

3. Paperwork - When using "Traditional Services,"
applicants sometimes have to provide their ID card, birth
certificate, or several other documents, such as proof of
residence, educational certificates, a marriage certificate, etc.
Photocopying and preparing these documents results in a
large volume of paperwork. Furthermore, when this pile of
paperwork is created, the documents of different individuals
are sometimes mixed up. This, in turn, results in one of the
applicant's documents being lost or, to put it another way,
disappearing. Considering that in such situations,
"Bureaucrats™ not only do not admit their own guilt, but even
use various techniques, methods, and means to "shift" it onto
others, then it is clear that the burden of finding or recovering
the missing documents falls on the applicants. "Electronic
Services," however, "One Window" the "Burden" of finding
or restoring lost or, to put it another way, disappeared
documents falls on the applicants [3]. However, since
"Electronic  Services" automate information exchange
between government agencies based on the "Single Window™
principle, "E-Gov," "MyGov," by using "Digital Tools" like
"SIMA" etc. [4], citizens, legal and natural persons, foreign
nationals, and even stateless persons can avoid situations
resulting in the loss or, to put it another way, disappearance
of their documents, without the need for any paper bundles or
the repeated request for the same documents, ...allowing them
to access any "Government Services" without encountering
situations where their documents are lost or otherwise go
missing. Integrated information s between government
agencies shorten service delivery times and increase
administrative efficiency.

4. Human Contact — One of the defining features of
"Traditional Services" is the intensive, in-person physical
contact between people. For example, in long lines, the
interaction between applicants and both each other and the
service providers sometimes leads to conflict. This is because
the stress people experience in their daily lives is further
increased in long lines like these, and when one of the parties
misunderstands an issue - whether in communication
between the applicants themselves or with the service
providers - the already high stress in the line is further
intensified, emotions become unmanageable, and the
situation can escalate into not just a verbal, but even a
physical confrontation. If the conversation involves a
"Socially Vulnerable Population Group," then the matter
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becomes even more serious.

At the same time, personal relationships and
acquaintances sometimes lead service providers to show a
"Subjective Approach” toward the clients. For example,
service providers may use various techniques, methods, and
means to see a client who is a personal acquaintance or friend
ahead of many others in a long line, in other words, use
"manipulations.” It is this "Subjective Approach” that over
time leads to the emergence of "Corruption,” one of the
biggest problems, or causes existing "Corruption™ to flourish
even more. Because, as we mentioned earlier, over time
"Bureaucrats” begin to see individuals who do not want to
wait in long, endless lines and who want to get their business
done more quickly without wasting time as an "Opportunity."
The "Subjective Approach" formed by service providers
toward applicants due to personal relationships and
acquaintances serves as the fundamental groundwork for
turning the "Opportunity™ into a reality.

Furthermore, during "Pandemic” periods when viruses
and infections like "COVID-19" spread rapidly, physical
contact between people leads to the even faster spread of such
viruses and infections, as the number of infected workers
across various sectors in the country increases, it leads to a
decrease in the nation's "Productivity Index" and overall
productivity, an increase in healthcare and social sector
spending, and, to put it another way, economic decline. "E-
Services," however, by minimizing the role of the human
factor, are conflicts that occur in extremely long, endless
lines, "Subjective Approaches,” and "Corruption,” which
these "Subjective Approaches” facilitate, Automated systems
also prevent the rapid spread of various viruses and
infections, such as "COVID-19" during "Pandemics," which,
in other words, prevents a decrease in the country's
"Productivity Index" and overall productivity, and economic
decline. Automated systems ensure that decisions are made
more objectively and in accordance with standards. This
allows citizens to access services equally and reduces
instances of discrimination. At the same time, "Digital
Government" reduces the workload of public servants,
enabling them to organize their activities more efficiently.

5. Costs When using “Traditional Services,”
individuals seeking access to public services often incur
various expenses. These include transportation costs required
to travel to and from service providers, as well as additional
daily expenses. For example, applicants may need to spend
money on food and beverages during waiting periods,
particularly when service provision is interrupted by lunch
breaks.

As we noted above, when using "Traditional Services,"
a collection of paper is generated within any organization,
agency, or institution, which sometimes leads to the mixing
up of different individuals' documents, this mix-up, in turn,
results in the loss or, to put it another way, disappearance of
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one of the applicants' documents. Considering that in such
situations, "Bureaucrats” not only refuse to admit their own
guilt but also use various techniques, methods, and means to
"shift" it onto others, then it is clear that the "burden™ of
finding or, to put it another way, the "Burden™ of finding or
restoring the lost documents falls on the applicants. In other
words, the applicants must once again approach another
organization, agency, or institution to recover their lost or, to
put it another way, missing documents, and because they are
using "Traditional Services" again, the process is extremely
long, endless lines, various problems such as conflict,
"Subjective Approach," acts of corruption, etc., and must pay
an official state fine for the lost or, to put it another way,
missing document, and then an official state fee to obtain a
new one. Moreover, applicants must use certain cafeterias,
cafes, or restaurants to meet their essential nutritional needs
when faced with a "Lunch Break,” and transportation to go
from the organization, institution, or establishment where the
problem occurred to another one and back again after
restoring the lost or, to put it another way, missing
documents, Considering that when faced with a "Lunch
Break," applicants use certain cafeterias, cafes, or restaurants
to meet their essential nutritional needs, it can be concluded
that in such situations, their expenses increase fivefold.

Economically, "E-Services" both applicants and the
government by eliminating the need for transportation,
"Lunch Break" protects applicants from additional costs such
as the official government fine for lost documents or, to put
it another way, their disappearance, and the official
government fee to obtain a new one, while also allowing for
areduction in government spending and more efficient use of
resources. The reduction of paper carriers, the automation of
operational  processes, and the simplification of
administrative procedures facilitate savings in budget funds.
At the same time, E-Government contributes to improving
the business environment and stimulates the development of
entrepreneurial activity.

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ADVANTAGES OF ELECTRONIC AND DIGITAL PUBLIC SERVICES IN THE CONTEXT OF
BUREAUCRATIC TRANSFORMATION OF PUBLIC ADMINISTRATION

Summary. One of the characteristic features of the modern international system is that it is developing continuously and
rapidly with each passing day. This development necessitates the improvement of existing management models that do not
meet the demands of the day, or the creation and implementation of new ones. For example, the rapid development of the
modern international system with each passing day leads to a change in the simple original meaning of the concept of
"Bureaucracy," which was once seen as an ideal system, information and communication technologies, as well as artificial
intelligence, have caused the concept of "Bureaucracy," once seen as an ideal system, to evolve beyond its simple original
meaning, leading it to become a negative concept characterized by increasing daily indifference and apathy toward citizens
and society, creating a kind of self-responsibilitylessness.

Another characteristic feature of the modern international system is the rapid development of information and communication
and digital technologies, as well as artificial intelligence, and their integration into the governance models of the states that
are part of the modern international system. At present, many countries are adopting “E-Government” and “Digital
Government,” integrating modern technologies to address outdated governance models such as “bureaucracy,” which no
longer correspond to contemporary demands, along with the forms of “Degeneration” they generate.

This article analyzes the governance models of “E-Government” and “Digital Government” emphasizes the differences and
advantages of the “Electronic Services” offered by these models in comparison with “Traditional Services,” which are present
in the governance systems of states within the modern international political system and are characterized by “Bureaucratic
Degeneration”

In this regard,
mechanisms of international cooperation aimed at documenting losses, ensuring the protection of objects and creating
conditions for the possible transfer or restoration of cultural property are of particular importance.

Summary. The article examines the unequal distribution of international attention toward armed conflicts in contemporary
world politics. It analyzes the political, informational, and media mechanisms that determine why some wars become central
issues on the global agenda while others remain largely overlooked by the international community. Particular attention is
paid to the role of states, international organizations, global media outlets, digital platforms, and information technologies in
shaping public perceptions of conflicts. The study explores the relationship between the geopolitical interests of major powers,
information warfare, and the construction of international agendas. It concludes that the visibility or invisibility of armed
conflicts is determined not only by their scale and humanitarian consequences but also by political, economic, and
informational factors that influence global communication processes and decision-making.

MAIN DIRECTIONS OF SCIENTIFIC ANALYSIS OF GLOBALIZATION PROCESSES

Summary. This article explores the main differences in understanding the essence, structure, and logic of contemporary
globalization processes, ranging from the denial of globalization to its complete absolutization. It also emphasizes that most
researchers agree that globalization is an objective stage in the development of world civilization, driven by scientific and
technological progress, the development of communication technologies, and the strengthening of international ties.

It is shown that over the past several decades, a whole series of monographs and individual articles have appeared on various
aspects and directions of globalization processes. Much attention is paid to the analysis of scientific research within various
disciplines and schools of thought, each of which emphasizes specific aspects of global processes—economic integration,
transnational interactions, cultural unification, or, conversely, the preservation of local identity.

“STATE OF THE ART” OF RESEARCH RELATED TO AZERBAIJAN'S ROLE IN THE FIELD OF ENERGY
SECURITY, IN PARTICULAR - IN NATURAL GAS SUPPLIES

This text is part of a significantly larger and broader
research project, carried out within the framework of the work
of the Laboratory on the Problems of the Black Sea and
Caspian Region (LPBSCR) at the Academy of National and
Information Security - ANIS (in the near past - Higher School
of Security and Economics - HSSE).

The presented bibliography covers mainly the period
2020-2025, although attention is also paid to older
publications. Throughout all these years, international
scientific interest in the problems of the Southern Gas
Corridor and the so-called "Middle Transport Corridor”
("Transcaspian International Transport Corridor™) has
remained at a high level. It should be noted here that the
escalation of hostilities in Ukraine in February 2022, rendered
meaningless a large part of the analytical materials, especially
those published in 2016-2018, when writing which the
authors, through no fault of their own, worked from starting
positions that are completely different from today's
geopolitical reality.

For understandable reasons, considerable attention has
been paid to Russian-language literature, taking into account
the fact that Russia is certainly extremely interested in the
processes taking place in the Caspian region and the South
Caucasus: in the field of diversification of energy supplies; in
the field of overcoming contradictions between the countries
of the Caspian Sea basin, especially along the Azerbaijan-
Turkmenistan and Turkmenistan-Uzbekistan axes; in the field
of expanding cooperation between the former Soviet
republics in the use of the Caspian Sea shelf for hydrocarbon
extraction; the creation of new strategic routes for the
transmission of energy carriers and electricity, and so on [1, p
172].

Russian researchers are clearly aware of the role of the
Southern Gas Corridor as a tool for diversifying natural gas
imports into the EU; they are keenly interested in assessing
Turkey’s ability to provide a transit gas corridor; they
understand the place of the Southern Gas Corridor in the EU’s
energy strategy; they reflect on the risks that arise when there
is a “touch” between the interests of the countries of the
“Eurasian Space” and Turkish energy projects. Naturally, in
the spirit of the Russian (and Soviet) tradition, detailed
analyses of the place of the Transcaucasus in the policies of
countries such as Turkey, the USA and Canada are made.
Russian-Bulgarian relations in their energy aspect have not
been overlooked, and the creation of new logistics nodes for
natural gas trade in South-Eastern Europe is also being
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monitored.

In turn, Azerbaijani researchers, as well as researchers
of Azerbaijani origin working in the Russian Federation,
consistently work on the legal assessment of cooperation
between Azerbaijan and the EU in the energy sphere and
ensuring the energy security of Europe; on the assessment of
the potential of the Azerbaijani gas industry; on the current
state of energy security in Azerbaijan; on the capabilities of
the Caspian region as a whole, as a supplier of natural gas to
Europe; on the development of Azerbaijan's relations with the
European countries through which the Southern Gas Corridor
passes, especially Italy; on the problems of implementing the
concept of the Southern Gas Corridor and, more precisely, on
the problems of increasing supplies to the EU countries [2, p.
273].

Russian researchers are working on clarifying the
energy component of security in the South Caucasus; they pay
special attention to the various manifestations of Turkey's
policy - from the Western Balkans to the Caspian region; they
analyze the policy of various countries involved in the
transport of energy carriers, reflected in public debates in
various European countries; they also carefully analyze the
direct relations between Azerbaijan and the European Union,
as well as the EU's policy in the Caspian region as a whole.

Russian researchers do not fail to address the
dimensions of Azerbaijan’s energy security as the flagship of
Caspian participation in the energy diversification of
Southeastern and Southern Europe, as well as the foreign
policy strategy of the Republic of Azerbaijan in the conditions
of geopolitical realities in the South Caucasus. They
recognize that the geopolitics of energy infrastructure in the
Caspian region is dynamically changing and try to assess
Russia’s prospects in the new geopolitical order taking shape
in the South Caucasus and the Caspian region [3, p. 4].

It can be summarized that no detail of the situation in
the South Caucasus, the Caspian region, Turkey or along the
route of the Southern Gas Corridor has remained beyond the
scope of attention of Russian researchers. We can have no
doubt that the huge volume of research activity, in which a
number of Armenian scientists are also involved - from
Armenia or from the diaspora, is widely used in the work of
Russian special services and the relevant state analytical
centers [4, p. 7].

Without going into great detail, it can be emphasized
that a negative attitude “on a scientific basis” towards the
Southern Gas Corridor (SGC) and especially towards the
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Trans-Caspian Gas Pipeline, considered a very important
supplier of natural gas to be transported via the SGC, was
expressed as early as 2012. At that time, lonova defined the
Trans-Caspian Gas Pipeline as a “factor of instability in the
Caspian region”. Another question is in what way, and to
what extent, Russia can influence the ongoing processes
along the Caspian — Southeastern and Southern Europe axis.

In Bulgaria, undoubtedly one of the research centers
where intensive work is being done on monitoring and
analyzing the situation in the South Caucasus and Central
Asia is the Laboratory on the Problems of the Black Sea and
Caspian Region (LPBSCR) at ANIS. In the focus of the
research work of the Laboratory are:ithe potential of
Azerbaijan and the countries of Central Asia (mostly
Turkmenistan and Kazakhstan), as well as their practical
actions for the diversification of supplies to the energy market
in the EU countries; Azerbaijani expansion of the gas markets
in Southeastern and Southern Europe, as well as the influence
of the European Union's "soft power" on the domestic and
foreign policy of Azerbaijan; the current geopolitical and
geoeconomic dimensions of the Armenian-Azerbaijani
conflict; the geopolitical positioning and place on the energy
map of Azerbaijan [5, p. 32].

The Laboratory also works very seriously on the
problems of the so-called "historical” or generational
collective trauma. Historical trauma has been studied as a
concept and phenomenon of great importance for the behavior
of large masses of people and entire societies [35], and
comparisons have been made between the manifestations of
similar generational collective trauma among Bulgarians and
Azerbaijanis.

Of course, there are other researchers who have devoted
time and effort to work on the topic of the South Caucasus
and the Caspian region, either independently or in
cooperation with the Laboratory (LPBSCR) at ANIS. Some
of the works of such authors are the result of fieldwork in
Azerbaijan, and are mainly devoted to the trade and economic
relations between Bulgaria and Azerbaijan.

Geoeconomic realities and changes in the geopolitical
landscape, even before the final escalation of the war between
Russia and Ukraine, are forcing Western researchers to work
in depth on the energy securitization of Europe, as well as on
the geopolitical vision of the free world for the Southern Gas
Corridor. These analyses are carried out in parallel with the
assessment of power in EU-Russia relations and with the
understanding of the interaction between markets and
geopolitics, including in the light of the already escalated
military actions in Ukraine.

Western researchers pay very serious attention to the
Southern Gas Corridor itself. The second phase of the
Southern Gas Corridor (SGC) is specifically analyzed as part
of the European infrastructure and a factor in the EU's energy
security; the SGC is also analyzed as part of international
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energy networks, as a combination of resources, vision and
engineering infrastructure; the Southern Gas Corridor is also
considered as a field of collision of various geoeconomic and
geopolitical coalitions. Western researchers also carefully
analyze the possible roles of Azerbaijan in the
implementation of the second phase of the Southern Gas
Corridor — SGC [6, p. 32].

The SGC has also been the subject of a number of
scientific publications devoted to specific problems of the
operation of this mega-facility. Here we will mention, for
example, the analysis of global navigation satellite system
data collected along the Southern Gas Corridor and the
assessment of expected displacements and deformations.

Important issues, such as the construction of the Trans-
Caspian gas pipeline, which underpin the sharp increase in the
quantities of natural gas that could be delivered via the
Southern Gas Corridor and from there — underpin the sharp
increase in the geo-economic weight of the corridor and
Azerbaijan — are even being considered jointly by Western
scientists and scientists from the Eurasian space. Similarly,
there are publications with “mixed authorship” about trade
corridors in the Caspian region.

By the way, the growth of the role of the Southern Gas
Corridor is always considered in its synergistic relationship
with the "Middle Corridor" - the "Trans-Caspian International
Transport Route”, whose role has grown enormously since
February 2022.

In the period 2021-2023, we also witness the publication
of important studies that examine the evolution of the place
of the Southern Gas Corridor in the European energy agenda;
the geopolitics, infrastructure aspects and assessment of the
scale of the SGC; the relations between Europe's energy
security and Caspian gas; the geoeconomics of EU energy
trade in the context of the Southern Gas Corridor case; the
new realities and opportunities facing the SGC, which have
arisen after the dramatic change in circumstances after
February 2022; the possibility of forming coalitions for the
export of natural gas along the Southern Gas Corridor to
Europe in the context of game theory [7, p. 12].
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Summary. This report examines the current state of research concerning Azerbaijan’s role in the field of energy security,
particularly its contribution to the supply of natural gas to the countries of Southeastern and Southern Europe, as well as its
position as a global supplier of crude oil. The study presents a comprehensive bibliography on the subject, focusing primarily
on publications issued during the period 2020-2025. Special attention is given to the significant geopolitical and geo-economic
changes that have occurred following the escalation of the war in Ukraine in February 2022 and their impact on assessments
of Azerbaijan’s role in regional and global energy markets.

DIPLOMACY AND INTERNATIONAL ORGANIZATIONS IN GLOBAL POLITICS: ROLES, CHALLENGES,
AND PROSPECTS

Summary. The twenty-first-century world is deeply interconnected, with climate change, armed conflicts, economic crises,
and pandemics transcending national borders. In this context, diplomats and international organizations occupy a central
position in global affairs, helping states negotiate, develop common rules, and collectively respond to emerging challenges.
This article provides an overview of diplomacy and the functioning of international organizations, examining their significance
in global politics and the challenges they currently face. The author argues that states establish international institutions to
address problems that cannot be effectively managed by individual nations acting alone, and that modern diplomacy extends
far beyond traditional negotiations, encompassing public engagement, digital communication, and the protection of human
security. Azerbaijan’s Chairmanship of the Conference on Interaction and Confidence-Building Measures in Asia (CICA) and
its commitment to international cooperation are presented as examples of national diplomatic practice. The article concludes
with recommendations aimed at institutional reform, strengthening trust among states, advancing digital diplomacy, and
promoting the participation of women and youth in global governance.

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GLOBAL GOVERNANCE IN TRANSITION: SOUTHERN PERSPECTIVES, REGIONAL INTEGRATION,
MULTIPOLARITY, AND REFORM OF THE UNITED NATIONS

Introduction. The twenty-first century includes
major shocks to the global order: economic crises, shifts
toward multiple power centers, the retreat of globalization,
and demands for institutional reform. These events encourage
a renewed look at International Relations (IR) theories and
governance frameworks, especially those shaped by the
Global South. This essay addresses four related themes from
influential readings: criticisms and conceptual models from
the Global South (Class 5), the emergence of regional blocs
and a possible end to globalization (Class 6), the rise of
multipolarity and its impact on global order (Class 7), and
efforts to reform the United Nations (Class 9). In this
exploration, | identify crucial objections to Western
dominance, propose alternative ideas for cooperation and
development, and consider the tensions among power, justice,
and worldwide representation..

Critiques and Conceptual Frameworks from the
South. International Relations often reflects Eurocentric
ideas that sideline voices from the Global South. In “Core,
Periphery, and (Neo)imperialist International Relations”
(2013), Arlene Tickner argues that IR theory mainly focuses
on the interests of dominant states and treats peripheral ones
as mere data sources. According to Tickner, this approach
positions the Global South as an object of analysis and a target
of policy but rarely as a generator of its own theoretical
insights. This creates a dynamic where the Global South is
simultaneously a subject of study and a recipient of policy,
but rarely a producer of conceptual frameworks [5, p. 149].
This epistemological dominance is echoed in Patrick Bond’s
Extreme Uneven Development (2023), which discusses how
financial volatility and capitalist crises disproportionately
affect the Global South. Bond’s analysis of South Africa
highlights how global capitalism perpetuates “super-
exploitation,” maintaining economic dependency through
debt, extractivism, and labor exploitation. Both authors
expose how imperialist and neo-imperialist structures
continue to shape the global political economy, despite the
rhetoric of development and partnership [10, p. 271].

Pros and Cons. The strength of these critiques lies
in their call for epistemic justice—a recognition that the
Global South can and must contribute to theory-making. They
also urge scholars to deconstruct the asymmetries of
knowledge and power. However, one limitation is the relative
lack of concrete institutional pathways offered for integrating
Southern frameworks into global academic and policy circles.
While the critique is powerful, the solutions are more diffuse.
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The End of Globalization? The Importance of
Regionalism. The second thematic concern—the supposed
decline of globalization—emerges from the fracturing of
global supply chains, rising protectionism, and the
fragmentation of international cooperation. Shannon K.
O’Neil’s The Globalization Myth (2023) argues that
globalization, contrary to conventional wisdom, has always
been regional. The rise of regional supply chains in North
America and Asia is not a retreat from globalization, but a
reorganization of it into regional hubs. Similarly, David Adler
and Guillaume Long advocate for deeper Latin American
regional integration, positioning regionalism as a
counterweight to both U.S. hegemony and Chinese economic
expansion (2023).

Other sources reflect this shift. Kristalina
Georgieva warns of economic fragmentation and the global
system’s inability to withstand future shocks (2023), while
the World Politics Review documents how backlash against
global trade is accelerating realignments (2023). Together,
these readings suggest that regionalism is no longer a
secondary phenomenon but a core feature of global politics
[13, p. 631].

Pros and Cons. Regionalism offers political
autonomy, cultural proximity, and shared economic interests.
It may also buffer developing nations from the volatility of
global markets. However, regionalism is not a panacea. As
Adler and Long caution, regional integration in Latin
America faces historical challenges of inequality, political
instability, and weak institutions. Moreover, regionalism can
become exclusionary, replicating inequalities within regions
even as it resists global ones.

Multipolarity: Redefining the Global Order. The
transition from a unipolar to a multipolar world—marked by
the rise of China, India, Russia, and coalitions like BRICS—
has reignited debates about the nature of global power. Juan
Tokatlian’s lecture “North and South in a Multi-Polar World”
(2023) frames this transition as an opportunity for the Global
South to assert more agency. However, Patrick Bond is far
more skeptical. In his 2022 article, Bond critiques BRICS as
a “sub-imperial” force that often collaborates with Western
capital rather than challenging it. The BRICS nations, he
argues, frequently reproduce internal inequalities and external
dependencies.

Patrick Bond (2023), in Extreme Uneven
Development, the effects of financial instability and capitalist
crises on regions of Global South are all too harsh. Research
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on South Africa reveals how global capitalism deepens
“super-exploitation” and subservience to a particular form of
“economic dependency” through debt, resource exploitation
and labor injustice. These points indicate the existence of
imperialist and neo-imperialist structures that do not stand
because of promises of development and partnership.

According to Bond et al. (2023), some middle
powers are often used for the sake of Western interests. As
suggested by Hippolyte Fofack (2023), BRICS can thereby
contribute to a de-colonial multipolar future. Daron
Acemoglu (2023) describes the BRICS’s expansion as
politically motivated and without a unified economic program
that may limit its impact over the long term [3, p. 286].

Pros and Cons. Strategic opening in a multipolar
environment is an option of strategic opening for developing
nations, weakening Western hegemony. Where emerging
powers are attempting to build the system back or to retain
their monopoly, it is unclear. For example, no BRICS alliance
has a single ideology, and its members have different attitudes
towards the global justice. The advent of this situation doesn’t
just give way to debates over which style strengthens
democracy while the other destabilizes the power hierarchies;
rather, those debates have already been raised this century.

Reform of the United Nations: Representation
and Legitimacy. The focus of wider investigations about
global governance is institutional modifications. Cristina
Petcu (2020) believes that a UN Parliamentary Network is
needed in order to correct democratic deficiency at the UN
and to expand organizational participation. It would enhance
transparency and accountability levels, if this network is
established, in that together with regional representatives and
marginalized groups, civil society would have an increased
visibility. It is presented in the course of a crucial historical
period. However, there are multiple critiques available
against the UN for the unsuccess of managing both natural
disasters and military battles as well as its inside Security
Council structure. The Global South strongly supports
transformation because states have great economic and
population power but inadequate parliamentary authority [4,
p. 57].

Pros and Cons. This is a realistic step of
establishing a parliamentary network, as an expansion of UN
inclusivity that does not require changes to its Charter
framework. This network could be less potent than it could be
because of its advisory role. The network has to struggle to
become such a meaningful force for change, since it lacks
substantive power and the dependable financial support. This
would probably cause powerful member states who benefit
from imbalances in system present to resist the ongoing
challenge to the status quo.

Conclusion. And these four elements of global
transformation have emerged with the characteristics of
global South critiques, re-emergence of regional partners,
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multipolar benefits and challenge, and necessary UN
institutional reforms. However the Global South’s role in the
international field has shifted from accepting foreign
international norms to being an important force that creates
new concepts and organization frameworks while
participating in the political sphere. A multipolar structure
and a concatenation of new regional partnerships render
several ways to unite, without losing traditional power
structures under different names. We need fundamental
changes in the United Nations in institutional terms, but they
must be based on dismantling of power disparities and
accepting other knowledge systems. This leads in the diverse
points of view towards creation of a global system founded
on pluralism, which comprise plurality of the centers of the
power, different legitimacies, and different philosophical
conceptions of the world. For students to take up international
practice roles, they have to study the current system and
devise innovative approaches to each international area the
world over.
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Summary. The article examines the changing nature of global governance in the context of the emerging multipolar
international order. It analyzes the historical evolution of diplomacy and international organizations, with particular attention
to the successes and limitations of the League of Nations and the United Nations.

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THE ROLE OF DIPLOMACY AND INTERNATIONAL ORGANIZATIONS IN GLOBAL POLITICS

Foundations of the World Order: Diplomacy and
International Organizations. Diplomacy has evolved as an
instrument of interstate relations since ancient times. A
review of early history demonstrates that diplomatic practices
were already being employed by ancient civilizations such as
Mesopotamia, Egypt, and the Greek city-states. During these
periods, diplomacy served as one of the principal
mechanisms for concluding treaties, establishing alliances,
and resolving conflicts. One notable example is the Treaty of
Kadesh, signed in 1259 BCE between Ancient Egypt and the
Hittite Empire, which is widely regarded as the oldest known
peace treaty in human history. Another example of successful
diplomatic practice can be found in Ancient Greece, where
Pericles of Athens utilized diplomacy and alliance-building
to strengthen Athens’ position and influence throughout the
Greek world.

Moving to a later historical period, particular attention should
be given to the Peace of Lodi, signed in 1454 among the
Italian city-states with the aim of temporarily ending ongoing
conflicts on the Italian Peninsula. This agreement is
considered a significant turning point in the history of modern
diplomacy. It was in the aftermath of this development that
the foundations of the permanent diplomatic mission, later
embodied in the institution of the embassy, began to emerge.

Subsequently, the Congress of Vienna (1814-1815),
convened following the Napoleonic Wars to establish a new
framework for international relations in Europe, provided
further impetus to the development of diplomacy. The
Congress introduced important principles of interstate
cooperation and balance of power that would shape European
diplomacy for much of the nineteenth century [1, p. 195].

The most profound transformations, however,
became evident in the early twentieth century as a
consequence of structural deficiencies within the
international political system. This century witnessed two
World Wars as well as the prolonged period of the Cold War.
Despite the growing importance of diplomacy and the
establishment of international organizations, the international
community continued to face significant challenges in
maintaining peace and stability.

Following the end of the First World War in 1918,
the Allied Powers sought to create a framework capable of
preserving international peace and security. To this end, they
convened a conference in Paris in 1919, followed by a series
of negotiations in Washington. The primary objective of
these diplomatic initiatives was to prevent future conflicts
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and establish a more stable international order. Yet an
important question remains: Were these efforts truly
effective? What factors ultimately undermined this system
and led to its failure?

The answers to these questions became apparent
through the very course of the events themselves. The first
major issue was that the defeated states were not invited to
participate in the conference, and their perspectives regarding
the post-war settlement were largely ignored. Few
policymakers considered that such exclusion could foster
resentment and political radicalization both within the
governments of the defeated countries and among their
populations. This oversight would later contribute to growing
instability and dissatisfaction with the emerging international
order.

Another significant issue concerned the proposals
put forward by U.S. President Woodrow Wilson, who
presented his famous Fourteen Points during the negotiations.
One of the central elements of Wilson’s vision was the
creation of an international organization dedicated to
maintaining peace and preventing future conflicts—the
League of Nations. Ironically, however, the United States
itself never became a member of the organization. This
development significantly undermined both the credibility
and effectiveness of the League from its very inception.

Nevertheless, the League of Nations was formally
established and began its operations. During its early years, it
achieved a number of diplomatic successes. Among its
notable accomplishments was the peaceful settlement of the
Aland Islands dispute between Sweden and Finland in 1921,
the resolution of tensions surrounding Upper Silesia between
Germany and Poland, and diplomatic efforts regarding the
Mosul question, which had the potential to provoke conflict
between Turkey and Iraq. These cases demonstrated that
international disputes could, under certain conditions, be
addressed through negotiation and multilateral diplomacy
rather than military confrontation.

Despite these achievements, the League ultimately
failed to fulfill its primary mission of preserving international
peace. Its inability to prevent aggression and enforce
collective security contributed to the conditions that led to the
outbreak of the Second World War. Furthermore, the post-
war international system that emerged afterward would
eventually evolve into the geopolitical rivalry of the Cold
War, highlighting the continued challenges of maintaining a
stable and inclusive world order [2, p. 106].

The reasons behind these failures remain relevant to
contemporary international politics. Many of the
shortcomings that undermined the League of Nations can still
be observed in various forms within the modern international
system.  Although historical circumstances change,
unresolved issues and recurring policy mistakes often
reappear in new contexts, producing similar consequences.
At the same time, it would be simplistic to attribute these
problems solely to the institutional weaknesses of
international  organizations. Numerous other factors
contribute to international instability, including cultural,
religious, political, and regional differences among nations.
In some cases, conflicts emerge as a result of competing
geopolitical interests and double standards pursued by major
powers. In others, they are fueled by states that deliberately
exploit existing divisions to advance their strategic
objectives.

Having examined these developments and the
sequence of events that shaped them, we are now better
positioned to analyze the broader dynamics of international
diplomacy and global governance. An understanding of these
historical experiences provides an essential foundation for
evaluating both the achievements and limitations of
international organizations and diplomatic mechanisms in
addressing contemporary global challenges.

Frameworks of Cooperation and the Challenges
of Conflict Resolution. The failure of the League of Nations
ultimately contributed to the circumstances that led to the
outbreak of the Second World War in 1939. Following the
war, the organization ceased its activities and was replaced in
1945 by the United Nations (UN). Although the United
Nations was established with the primary objective of
maintaining international peace and security, its principal
decision-making body in this area—the United Nations
Security Council—has increasingly become a source of
controversy. Critics argue that the institutional structure of
the Council, particularly the veto power of its permanent
members, has often hindered effective action and slowed
down peace processes in various international crises.

A deeper examination of this issue reveals the influence of
cultural, religious, and regional factors on international
relations. Drawing upon the arguments presented by Samuel
P. Huntington in The Clash of Civilizations and the
Remaking of World Order, it becomes possible to understand
how civilizational differences continue to shape
contemporary political processes. One of the major obstacles
to the effective implementation of diplomacy arises from the
internal dynamics of international organizations themselves.

International organizations constitute political
arenas in which states representing different cultures,
civilizations, religions, and historical experiences interact
with one another. While such diversity enhances the
legitimacy and inclusiveness of these institutions, it
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simultaneously complicates the decision-making process. In
this context, regional organizations often appear more
effective in reaching consensus and implementing collective
decisions. Examples include the European Union (EU) and
the North Atlantic Treaty Organization (NATO), both of
which frequently demonstrate greater flexibility and cohesion
than universal organizations such as the United Nations. One
explanation for this phenomenon is that the member states of
regional organizations generally share a broader set of
common political values, historical experiences, and strategic
interests [3, p. 185].

Some observers may question this argument by
pointing to the membership of countries such as Greece and
Turkey. Greece is a member of both the European Union and
NATO, while Turkey remains a member of NATO but has
not been admitted to the European Union despite decades of
candidacy. The explanation for this situation lies not solely in
cultural affinity but also in geopolitical considerations.

During the Cold War, both the Western and Socialist
blocs sought to expand their spheres of influence by shaping
the political orientation of strategically important states. In
the 1950s, Greece and Turkey occupied a critical geopolitical
position between East and West. As socialist movements
gained influence in both countries, the Soviet Union sought
to increase its presence in the region. In response, the United
States and its allies provided extensive economic assistance
under the Marshall Plan and facilitated the integration of both
countries into NATO. The primary objective of this strategy
was not cultural solidarity but rather the containment of
Soviet influence in the Eastern Mediterranean and the Middle
East. Had cultural affinity alone determined membership
decisions, some argue that Turkey might have become a
member of the European Union long ago.

Another example can be found in the events
commonly referred to as the Arab Spring. Former Italian
Prime Minister Silvio Berlusconi, in his memoirs, noted that
following the overthrow of Saddam Hussein in Irag, Libyan
leader Muammar Gaddafi sought to improve relations with
Western states in order to avoid a similar fate. It is important
to recognize that Libya has historically been characterized by
a complex tribal structure. Under Gaddafi’s rule, tensions
among various tribes were largely contained, preventing
major internal conflicts.

However, developments in 2011 dramatically
altered the political landscape. French President Nicolas
Sarkozy took a leading role in promoting international action
against the Libyan regime and organized a summit of
European leaders to coordinate policy responses. According
to various accounts, some participants became aware of
French military operations against Libya even before the
summit had formally begun. At the time, Russian leaders,
including Vladimir Putin, warned that external intervention
could produce long-term instability and chaos. Subsequent
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developments in Libya have often been cited by analysts as
evidence supporting concerns regarding the unintended
consequences of military intervention and regime change.

The ongoing conflict between Russia and Ukraine
can also be examined through the lens of Huntington’s
civilizational framework. Huntington argued that Ukraine
historically occupied a civilizational fault line between the
Western and Orthodox worlds. According to this
interpretation, the country has long exhibited cultural,
political, and regional divisions that have periodically
manifested themselves in electoral politics and competing
foreign-policy orientations [4, p. 142].

From this perspective, some analysts suggested that
any attempt by Russia to fundamentally alter the status of
Crimea or Ukraine’s geopolitical orientation would
inevitably provoke a strong response from Western powers.
Critics of this interpretation often emphasize the common
Slavic heritage shared by Russians and Ukrainians.
Nevertheless, Huntington’s theory highlights additional
factors beyond ethnicity and language, particularly the role of
religion and civilizational identity.

While both Russians and Ukrainians belong
predominantly to the Slavic linguistic family, historical
religious divisions have also influenced political identities
within Ukraine. Western regions have traditionally been more
closely associated with Catholic and Uniate traditions,
whereas eastern regions have historically maintained stronger
ties to Eastern Orthodoxy. These distinctions, together with
differing historical experiences and geopolitical preferences,
have contributed to internal political polarization. In this
context, the interaction between religion, culture, and
geopolitics illustrates how identity-related factors can
influence both domestic politics and international relations.

These examples demonstrate how cultural and
religious differences may contribute to political tensions,
interstate conflicts, and disagreements within international
organizations. They also illustrate the challenges faced by
diplomatic institutions operating in an increasingly complex
and diverse international environment, where consensus is
often difficult to achieve and competing identities continue to
shape political outcomes.

Diplomacy, International Organizations, and
Realpolitik. It is widely understood that diplomacy serves as
a key instrument in both bilateral and multilateral relations.
However, the reality of international politics demonstrates
that diplomacy does not always succeed in achieving its
intended objectives. While diplomatic negotiations and
international agreements remain essential mechanisms for
managing interstate relations, their effectiveness is often
constrained by the strategic interests of states and the broader
dynamics of power politics.

Without venturing too far into historical examples,
itis possible to observe how this phenomenon operates within
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the contemporary international system. Beginning in the mid-
twentieth century, major powers embarked upon the
development of nuclear weapons, fundamentally
transforming the nature of international security. In response
to the risks associated with nuclear proliferation, a series of
international agreements and arms-control regimes were
established. The recognized nuclear powers undertook
obligations aimed at limiting the spread of nuclear weapons,
reducing nuclear arsenals, and regulating further
development in this field.

Despite extensive diplomatic negotiations and
numerous international treaties, states have not always fully
complied with these commitments. There are several reasons
for this outcome. The first is the problem of uncertainty.
States can never be completely certain that their counterparts
will  faithfully adhere to international agreements.
Consequently, even while publicly supporting arms-control
initiatives, governments often continue to develop their
strategic capabilities behind closed doors. This behavior
reflects the practical application of the realist approach to
international  relations, commonly referred to as
“Realpolitik”. In simple terms, Realpolitik represents the
translation of realist principles into actual state behavior,
whereby national interests and security considerations take
precedence over normative commitments and diplomatic
declarations [6, p. 127].

A related explanation can be found in the concept
known as the Prisoner’s Dilemma, which occupies an
important place in political science and international relations
theory. The dilemma illustrates how two actors who lack
mutual trust are incentivized to act in their own self-interest,
even when cooperation might produce a better collective
outcome. Since absolute certainty regarding another actor’s
intentions is impossible, states frequently choose policies that
maximize their own security, regardless of existing
agreements.

A contemporary example of this dynamic can be
observed in the ongoing Russia—Ukraine conflict. By
examining the origins and development of this war, one can
better understand why diplomacy often struggles to prevent
or resolve major international crises.

Following the collapse of the Soviet Union in the
early 1990s, negotiations were initiated regarding the fate of
the nuclear weapons stationed in newly independent states,
particularly Ukraine and Kazakhstan. These discussions
culminated in the signing of the Budapest Memorandum on
Security Assurances in 1994. Under the terms of the
agreement, Ukraine and Kazakhstan agreed to relinquish the
nuclear weapons inherited from the Soviet Union. In return,
their sovereignty, territorial integrity, and security were to be
respected and guaranteed by the participating powers,
including the United States, Russia, and the United Kingdom.

Developments in subsequent decades have raised
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significant questions regarding the effectiveness of such
diplomatic arrangements. One of the states that pledged to
respect and guarantee Ukraine’s security later became
directly involved in a military conflict on Ukrainian territory.
As a result, the Budapest Memorandum is frequently cited in
contemporary debates concerning the credibility of security
guarantees and the limitations of diplomatic assurances.

This situation also helps explain one of the major
factors driving contemporary nuclear proliferation. Under the
framework established by the Treaty on the Non-Proliferation
of Nuclear Weapons (NPT) in 1968, only a limited number
of states were officially recognized as nuclear-weapon
powers, while other countries were expected to refrain from
developing nuclear arsenals. However, when states observe
cases in which security assurances appear insufficient to
prevent external threats, questions inevitably arise regarding
the effectiveness of non-nuclear security arrangements.

This has led many policymakers and analysts to ask
a controversial but important question: if Ukraine had
retained the nuclear weapons inherited after the dissolution of
the Soviet Union, would the current conflict have occurred in
the same manner? While there is no definitive answer, the
question itself illustrates the enduring relevance of nuclear
deterrence in international politics. Nuclear weapons
continue to play a central role in what is commonly referred
to as deterrence policy, whereby the threat of devastating
retaliation is intended to prevent potential aggression.

The broader implication is that international
organizations often lack fully effective mechanisms for
guaranteeing security or enforcing compliance with
international norms. Although institutions such as the United
Nations were established to preserve international peace and
stability, their ability to compel states to follow agreed-upon
rules remains limited. The creation of a truly effective
mechanism capable of punishing major powers for violations
of international law faces a fundamental obstacle: the
international system remains state-centric. The very states
that are expected to comply with international norms are also
the architects, members, and principal decision-makers
within international organizations. As a result, the
enforcement of international rules is frequently shaped by
political considerations and power relations rather than by
purely legal principles.

This reality underscores one of the central dilemmas
of contemporary international relations. While diplomacy
and international organizations remain indispensable tools
for managing global affairs, their effectiveness ultimately
depends on the willingness of states to place collective
security and international commitments above immediate
national interests—a condition that has historically proven
difficult to achieve.

Another argument frequently advanced in
discussions of international relations is that diplomacy

becomes more effective when a greater number of states
adopt democratic systems of governance. However,
accepting this proposition as a universal truth would
oversimplify the complexities of global politics. Historical
and contemporary experience demonstrates that the
relationship between democracy and international stability is
far more nuanced.

Even Winston Churchill, one of the most influential
political leaders of the twentieth century, acknowledged the
shortcomings of democracy despite defending it as the least
flawed among available political systems. As discussed
earlier, the events associated with the Arab Spring provide an
important example. Although many of the political systems
in the region could not be described as democratic according
to Western standards, they often functioned as mechanisms
for maintaining stability within societies characterized by
complex tribal, ethnic, and regional divisions. In several
cases, attempts to rapidly introduce democratic governance
were followed by prolonged political instability, state
fragmentation, and internal conflict. The continuing turmoil
in a number of countries affected by the Arab Spring
illustrates the challenges associated with externally driven
political transformation [7, p. 183].

From a realist perspective, democracy is sometimes
viewed not merely as a political value but also as a foreign-
policy instrument. States frequently promote democratic
principles abroad when such policies coincide with their
strategic interests. Conversely, when non-democratic
governments serve important geopolitical or economic
objectives, external pressure for democratization often
diminishes. This observation has led many scholars of
international relations to conclude that the promotion of
democracy is not always guided solely by normative
considerations but is often intertwined with broader
calculations of national interest.

This perspective is frequently associated with the
ideas of Henry Kissinger, one of the most prominent
advocates of Realpolitik in modern diplomacy. Kissinger
argued that international relations are ultimately driven by
strategic interests and balances of power rather than by
ideological preferences alone. From this viewpoint, the
nature of a political regime becomes secondary so long as it
contributes to stability and serves the interests of other major
actors within the international system. When those interests

change, however, calls for political reform and
democratization often become significantly — more
pronounced.

These political realities suggest that democratization
cannot be regarded as a universal solution for enhancing the
effectiveness of diplomacy or improving the performance of
international organizations. In some circumstances, rapid
political transformation may even generate new sources of
instability. One reason for this is that each region possesses
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its own historical traditions, social structures, political
culture, and governance practices. Consequently,
institutional models that prove successful in one part of the
world may not necessarily produce similar outcomes
elsewhere.

Critics of contemporary international organizations
often argue that these institutions have become increasingly
ineffective in resolving major international crises. Despite
extensive negotiations, resolutions, declarations, and voting
procedures, many organizations struggle to prevent armed
conflicts, civilian casualties, and large-scale military
operations. In practice, states facing existential threats
frequently rely on their own capabilities rather than on
international mechanisms to secure justice and defend their
sovereignty.

From this perspective, the experience of Azerbaijan
is often cited as a notable example. For nearly three decades,
the issue of the Armenian occupation of Azerbaijani
territories remained unresolved despite numerous diplomatic
initiatives and the involvement of various international
organizations. Azerbaijan consistently sought a peaceful
resolution through negotiations and diplomatic channels.
However, according to this interpretation, the combination of
institutional inefficiency and the perceived double standards
of certain international actors prevented meaningful progress
toward a settlement.

As a result, Azerbaijan ultimately restored its
territorial integrity through military means in accordance
with its understanding of the principles of sovereignty and
self-defense under international law. Following these
developments, attention from several international
organizations increased considerably. Critics have pointed
out that some institutions which had remained largely passive
during the years of occupation became significantly more
active after the territories were liberated.

The role of UNESCO is frequently mentioned in this
context. During the period of occupation, Azerbaijani
officials repeatedly raised concerns regarding the destruction
of cultural heritage sites, religious monuments, and historical
settlements in the occupied territories. According to this
viewpoint, despite numerous appeals, international
monitoring missions were not conducted and the issue
received limited attention. Following the restoration of
Azerbaijani control over these territories, however,
international interest in conducting assessments and
monitoring missions increased substantially. This contrast
has led some observers to question whether international
organizations always operate with complete neutrality or
whether political considerations sometimes influence their
priorities and actions.

More broadly, these debates reflect a central feature
of contemporary international politics: the continuing
importance of power. The modern international system
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remains largely structured around the capabilities and
influence of states. International law, resolutions, and
institutional mechanisms undoubtedly play important roles,
but their effectiveness often depends upon the willingness of
powerful actors to support and enforce them.

Consequently, diplomacy should not be viewed as a
mechanism capable of eliminating all conflicts. Rather, it
serves as a tool for managing tensions, reducing risks, and
delaying or mitigating potentially dangerous developments.
Likewise, international organizations continue to face
significant challenges in accommodating the diversity of
cultures, civilizations, political systems, and interests that
characterize the contemporary world. As global politics
increasingly reflects the realities emphasized by realist
theories of international relations, the influence of idealistic
approaches has become more constrained, while
considerations of power, security, and national interest
remain at the center of international decision-making.

Foundations for Structural Change. At present,
the international organization most frequently discussed in
relation to contemporary global political developments is the
United Nations (UN). However, many observers argue that
its institutional structure is increasingly unable to effectively
regulate the complex processes taking place within the
international system. Decision-making mechanisms often
encounter significant obstacles, and the organization’s
principal body responsible for maintaining international
peace and security—the Security Council—has become one
of the most controversial aspects of the UN system.

According to this perspective, the Security Council
faces growing difficulties in managing the diversity of
interests, identities, and priorities represented within the
contemporary international community. Many of today’s
conflicts are not driven solely by territorial disputes or
geopolitical competition; they are also influenced by cultural,
religious, and civilizational differences. As a result, some
scholars and political thinkers have proposed that meaningful
reform of the Security Council should take these factors into
account [6, p. 137].

One proposed approach involves reconsidering the
composition of the Security Council itself. Rather than
limiting decisive influence to a small number of major
powers, proponents of this view argue that representation
should be broadened to include the principal or “core” states
of major civilizations. The rationale behind this proposal is
that the successful resolution of contemporary conflicts
requires not only military power but also cultural
understanding, political legitimacy, and the ability to exercise
soft power. In many cases, the states best positioned to
mediate disputes are not necessarily those possessing the
greatest military capabilities, but rather those capable of
fostering dialogue and building trust among different
societies and cultural communities.
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From this standpoint, if international politics were
determined exclusively by military strength, global
governance would rely primarily on military alliances rather
than international organizations. The continued existence of
international  institutions  suggests that  legitimacy,
cooperation, and cultural understanding remain essential
components of conflict resolution alongside traditional power
considerations.

The relevance of civilizational factors in
international relations has been emphasized by scholars such
as Samuel P. Huntington, whose theory of the “Clash of
Civilizations” continues to generate debate among academics
and policymakers. Although many observers hoped that the
technological progress and globalization described by
Francis Fukuyama in The End of History and the Last Man
would gradually reduce ideological and cultural divisions,
contemporary developments suggest that identity-related
issues remain highly influential. Cultural, religious, ethnic,
and historical differences continue to shape international
politics and frequently contribute to tensions in many of the
world’s conflict zones.

Consequently, some analysts argue that the
international community requires an institutional framework
that is more structured, representative, and responsive to
civilizational diversity than the existing system. Such a
framework would acknowledge differences in political
traditions, cultural identities, and governance models rather
than assuming a universal approach to conflict resolution.
Without addressing these underlying realities, many long-
standing international disputes may remain unresolved
despite continued diplomatic efforts.

Conclusion.  The  developments  examined
throughout this study suggest that the role of international
organizations and diplomacy in global politics is undergoing
significant transformation. Contemporary international
relations increasingly reflect a world characterized by
asymmetries of power, strategic competition, and the pursuit
of national interests. Within this environment, the ability of
international organizations to influence political outcomes
has become the subject of growing debate.

The United Nations, despite remaining the most
comprehensive  global institution  for international
cooperation, frequently encounters difficulties in achieving
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consensus and implementing effective solutions to major
international crises. In some instances, disputes resolved
through bilateral negotiations have produced more tangible
outcomes than issues discussed for years within multilateral
institutions. This reality raises important questions regarding
the effectiveness of existing mechanisms of global
governance.

Furthermore, the prevalence of Realpolitik in
contemporary international affairs demonstrates that political
decisions are often shaped less by idealistic principles and
more by calculations of power, security, and strategic
interest. As cultural and political diversity continues to
expand within the international system, institutions designed
in the aftermath of the Second World War face increasing
challenges in adapting to new realities.

For this reason, structural reform has become an
increasingly important subject of discussion. If the
institutional architecture of international organizations
remains unchanged, their capacity to manage future crises
may continue to decline. History demonstrates that
unresolved structural deficiencies can have serious
consequences for international peace and stability. The
experience of the twentieth century serves as a reminder that
ineffective international mechanisms may contribute to the
escalation of global tensions rather than their resolution.

Accordingly, any future reform process should seek

not only to address questions of power distribution but also
to incorporate cultural, religious, and civilizational diversity
into decision-making structures. Greater participation by
representative states from different civilizational and cultural
spheres could contribute to a more inclusive and balanced
system of international governance. Such an approach would
not eliminate conflict, but it could improve the legitimacy and
effectiveness of international institutions in managing
contemporary global challenges.
Ultimately, the continuation of existing approaches without
meaningful adaptation risks preserving many of the
shortcomings that currently hinder international cooperation.
A more representative and responsive institutional
framework may therefore be necessary if international
organizations are to remain relevant and effective in an
increasingly complex and multipolar world.

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The order of publication and requirements for the design of articles of the scientific journal “Law and
Politology”

To publish an article in the scientific journal “Law and Politology”, the author should submit the
materials in electronic form to the editorial office of the journal. Only original articles that have not been
previously published in other publications are subject to publication in the journal.

The volume of published materials should be from 8 to 15 pages (Times New Roman, 14 font, 1.5
spacing, upper, lower, right and left margins should be 2 cm).

Articles published in the journal consist of the following elements:

- information about the author (co-authors), including: Full name of the author (co-authors), academic
degree of the author (co-authors), place of work or study of the author (co-authors), position of the author (co-
authors);

- e-mail address and phone number of the author (co-authors);

- a brief abstract of the article (500-580 pages), giving a general description of the work (in Russian and
English);

- keywords (at least 10 words);
- the main material (text) of the article;
- list of references.

The design of footnotes is end-to-end: the number and page of the scientific source are indicated in the
text (in square brackets). The list of references is published at the end, in the order of citation, accordingto
the example below:
